Impact statement – Pupil Premium funding 2014-2015

The information in the tables below is taken from the school’s Raisonline 2015 school performance data produced by the Department for Education (DFE).

This shows clearly that for reading comprehension, writing, maths and English grammar (including spelling) the disadvantaged pupils in Year 6 did significantly better than similar disadvantaged pupils nationally in 2015.

When we compare the standards achieved by disadvantaged children at St Thomas’s compared to other non disadvantaged pupils within the Year 6 class, we can see from the table below that for English grammar (including spelling) disadvantaged children did better than other children and that they reached exactly the same level overall in reading comprehension.

The attainment gap remains for writing (-0.6) and maths (-1.7) and school will focus on closing this gap as soon as possible with future funding.

The picture is more mixed in Year 2. The attainment gap in maths between disadvantaged pupils at school and those disadvantaged nationally has narrowed to almost nothing (-0.1). However the attainment gap in reading and writing remains and has indeed widened slightly. Cohort specific factors  in part explain this and also the simple fact that it takes time to narrow the attainment gap completely, but by Year 6 we have achieved this so there is plenty of reason for optimism. Closing the attainment gap in reading and writing for disadvantaged pupils will be a focus for school improvement next year.
