Impact statement 2015-2016
The introduction of the new National Curriculum in September 2014 meant that May 2015 national assessments  was the last time National Curriculum levels were used to record pupils results and school performance data at the end of Key Stage 1 and 2.

New national assessments ( without levels) and reflecting the demands and content of the NNC were introduced in 2016 to record pupil and school level performance, including the May 2016 Key Stage 2 SATs tests and Key Stage 1 teacher assessments.

Furthermore, the national comparator for disadvantaged pupils is now “non disadvantaged “ pupils nationally.

No meaningful comparison can therefore be made between the performance of disadvantaged pupils in 2015 compared to 2016.
Below is set out the outcomes for disadvantaged pupils in school in summer 2016 assessments in KS1 and KS2 compared to non-disadvantaged pupils nationally.
